Session I : ‘What is Genuine Research?’

Dr H B Dhote, Research supervisor and senior faculty, Head, Dept., of English in the
college, oriented the students on the topic ‘What is Genuine Research?’ in detail. He explained
the concept of research. He then illustrated the steps in research like- selection of research topic
/ identification of problem, collection of primary and secondary sources, Reviewing the previous

research on the topic of research or related topic/s, preparing synopsis of the proposed research



work, to be submitted to the approving agency, sampling, preparing questionnaire, data
collection, tabulation, bringing out conclusions and solutions, etc. He deliberated on plagiarism.
He also answered the questions, raised by the attendees.

Session II : ‘Types of Research?’

Resource Persons : Dr S G Gahane:

Dr S G Gahane, Research supervisor and senior faculty, Dept., of English in the
college, oriented the students on the topic ‘Types of Research?’ in detail. He explained the
research in the disciplines like Commerce and Management, Social Sciences and Languages and
literature. He deliberated on the difference between different types of research. He illustrated
how the survey based research is to be carried out and how it is different from other types of
research with examples. He explained in detail how the research in the area of language and
Literature is carried out in the library. He also briefed the students on the steps in research. He
also answered the questions, raised by the attendees.
